°With weeping they shall come,
and with consolations I will lead them back,
I will let them walk by brooks of water,
in a straight path in which they shall not stumble;
for I have become a father to Israel,
and Ephraim is my firstborn.

*°For it was fitting that we should have such a high priest, holy, blameless, undefiled, separated
from sinners, and exalted above the heavens. *’Unlike the other high priests, he has no need to
offer sacrifices day after day, first for his own sins, and then for those of the people; this he did
once for all when he offered himself. “®For the law appoints as high priests those who are subject to
weakness, but the word of the oath, which came later than the law, appoints a Son who has been
made perfect forever.

again.” *?Jesus said to him, “Go; your faith has made you well.” Immediately he regained his sight
and followed him on the way.
