FIRST READING: Jeremiah 14:7-10, 19-22
Although our iniquities testify against us,
act, O Lorp, for your name’s sake;
our apostasies indeed are many,
and we have sinned against you.

GOSPEL: Luke 18:9-14

[Jesus] also told this parable to some who trust-
ed in themselves that they were righteous and re-
garded others with contempt: “Two men went
up to the temple to pray, one a Pharisee and the
other a tax collector. "The Pharisee, standing by
himself, was praying thus, ‘God, I thank you that
I am not like other people: thieves, rogues, adul-
terers, or even like this tax collector. ?I fast twice
a week; I give a tenth of all my income.’ *But the
tax collector, standing far off, would not even look
up to heaven, but was beating his breast and say-
ing, ‘God, be merciful to me, a sinner!’ “I tell you,
this man went down to his home justified rather
than the other; for all who exalt themselves will be
humbled, but all who humble themselves will be
exalted.” :
