P:  Almighty God, to whom all hearts are open, all desires known, and from whom no secrets 

are hid: Cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of your Holy Spirit, that we 

may perfectly love you and worthily magnify your holy name, through Jesus Christ our 

Lord. 

C:  Amen 

P:  If we say we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. But if we 

confess our sins, God who is faithful and just will forgive our sins and cleanse us from all 

unrighteousness. 

P:  Most merciful God, 

C:  we confess that we are in bondage to sin and cannot free ourselves. We have sinned 

against you in thought, word, and deed, by what we have done and by what we have 

left undone. We have not loved you with our whole heart: we have not loved our 

neighbors as ourselves. For the sake of your Son, Jesus Christ, have mercy on us. 

Forgive us, renew us, and lead us, so that we may delight in your will and walk in 

your ways, to the glory of your holy name. Amen 

P:  Almighty God, in his mercy, has given his Son to die for us and, for his sake, forgives us 

all our sins.  As a called and ordained minister of the Church of Christ, and by his 

authority, I therefore declare to you the entire forgiveness of all your sins, in the name of 

the Father, and of the + Son, and of the Holy Spirit. 

C:  AMEN.

FIRST LESSON:  Lamentations 3:22-33 see back of bulletin 
 

PSALM 30 Spoken responsively, the Lector speaks the verses in regular print  
 and congregation speaks the verses in bold print.

I will exalt you, O LORD, because you have lifted me up 

  and have not let my enemies triumph over me. 

 
2
O LORD my God, I cried out to you, 

  and you restored me to health. 

 
3
You brought me up, O LORD, from the dead; 

  you restored my life as I was going down to the grave. 

 
4
Sing praise to the LORD, all you faithful; 

  give thanks in holy remembrance. 

 
5
God’s wrath is short; God’s favor lasts a lifetime. 

  Weeping spends the night, but joy comes in the morning. 

 
6
While I felt secure, I said, 

  “I shall never be disturbed. 

 
7
You, LORD, with your favor, made me as strong as the mountains.” 

  Then you hid your face, and I was filled with fear. 

 
8
I cried to you, O LORD; 

  I pleaded with my Lord, saying,

“What profit is there in my blood, if I go down to the pit? 

  Will the dust praise you or declare your faithfulness?

Hear, O LORD, and have mercy upon me; 

  O LORD, be my helper.” 

 
11

You have turned my wailing into dancing; 

  you have put off my sackcloth and clothed me with joy.

Therefore my heart sings to you without ceasing; 
  O LORD my God, I will give you thanks forever. 
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SECOND READING: 2 Corinthians 8:7-15 see below 
7
Now as you excel in everything—in faith, in speech, in knowledge, in utmost eagerness, 

and in our love for you—so we want you to excel also in this generous undertaking. 
 

8
I do not say this as a command, but I am testing the genuineness of your love against the 

earnestness of others. 
9
For you know the generous act of our Lord Jesus Christ, that though 

he was rich, yet for your sakes he became poor, so that by his poverty you might become 
rich. 

10
And in this matter I am giving my advice: it is appropriate for you who began last 

year not only to do something but even to desire to do something—
11

now finish doing it, so 
that your eagerness may be matched by completing it according to your means. 

12
For if the 

eagerness is there, the gift is acceptable according to what one has—not according to what 
one does not have. 

13
I do not mean that there should be relief for others and pressure on you, 

but it is a question of a fair balance between 
14

your present abundance and their need, so that 
their abundance may be for your need, in order that there may be a fair balance. 

15
As it is 

written, 
 “The one who had much did not have too much, 
  and the one who had little did not have too little.”
