GREETINGS AND ANNOUNCEMENTS 

BRIEF ORDER OF CONFESSION AND FORGIVENESS 

You may either stand or kneel. 

P:   In the name of the Father, and of the + Son, and of the Holy Spirit. 

C:  Amen 

P:  Almighty God, to whom all hearts are open, all desires known, and from whom no secrets 
are hid: Cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of your Holy Spirit, that we 
may perfectly love you and worthily magnify your holy name, through Jesus Christ our 
Lord. 

C:  Amen 

P:  If we say we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. But if we 
confess our sins, God who is faithful and just will forgive our sins and cleanse us from all 
unrighteousness. 

P:  Most merciful God, 

C:  we confess that we are in bondage to sin and cannot free ourselves. We have 
sinned against you in thought, word, and deed, by what we have done and by 
what we have left undone. We have not loved you with our whole heart: we have 
not loved our neighbors as ourselves. For the sake of your Son, Jesus Christ, 
have mercy on us. Forgive us, renew us, and lead us, so that we may delight in 
your will and walk in your ways, to the glory of your holy name. Amen 

P:  Almighty God, in his mercy, has given his Son to die for us and, for his sake, forgives us 
all our sins.  As a called and ordained minister of the Church of Christ, and by his 
authority, I therefore declare to you the entire forgiveness of all your sins, in the name of 
the Father, and of the + Son, and of the Holy Spirit. 

C:  AMEN.

Almighty and ever-living God, throughout time you free the oppressed, heal the sick, and make whole all 

that you have made. Look with compassion on the world wounded by sin, and by your power restore us 

to wholeness of life, through Jesus Christ, our Savior and Lord.

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FIRST READING: Deuteronomy 5:12-15 

12Observe the sabbath day and keep it holy, as the LORD your God commanded you. 13Six 
days you shall labor and do all your work. 14But the seventh day is a sabbath to 
the LORD your God; you shall not do any work—you, or your son or your daughter, or your 
male or female slave, or your ox or your donkey, or any of your livestock, or the resident 
alien in your towns, so that your male and female slave may rest as well as 
you. 15Remember that you were a slave in the land of Egypt, and the LORD your God 
brought you out from there with a mighty hand and an outstretched arm; therefore 
the LORD your God commanded you to keep the sabbath day. 

WORSHIP & PRAISE 

SECOND READING: 2 Corinthians 4:5-12 
5We do not proclaim ourselves; we proclaim Jesus Christ as Lord and ourselves as your 
slaves for Jesus’ sake. 6For it is the God who said, “Let light shine out of darkness,” who has 
shone in our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus 
Christ. 
 7But we have this treasure in clay jars, so that it may be made clear that this extraordinary 
power belongs to God and does not come from us. 8We are afflicted in every way, but not 
crushed; perplexed, but not driven to despair; 9persecuted, but not forsaken; struck down, 
but not destroyed; 10always carrying in the body the death of Jesus, so that the life of Jesus 
may also be made visible in our bodies. 11For while we live, we are always being given up to 
death for Jesus’ sake, so that the life of Jesus may be made visible in our mortal flesh. 12So 
death is at work in us, but life in you.

GOSPEL READING: Mark 2:23—3:6 
23One sabbath [Jesus] was going through the grainfields; and as they made their way his 
disciples began to pluck heads of grain. 24The Pharisees said to him, “Look, why are they doing 
what is not lawful on the sabbath?” 25And he said to them, “Have you never read what David 
did when he and his companions were hungry and in need of food? 26He entered the house of 
God, when Abiathar was high priest, and ate the bread of the Presence, which it is not lawful 
for any but the priests to eat, and he gave some to his companions.” 27Then he said to them, 
“The sabbath was made for humankind, and not humankind for the sabbath; 28so the Son of 
Man is lord even of the sabbath.” 
 3:1Again he entered the synagogue, and a man was there who had a withered hand. 2They 
watched him to see whether he would cure him on the sabbath, so that they might accuse 
him. 3And he said to the man who had the withered hand, “Come forward.” 4Then he said to 
them, “Is it lawful to do good or to do harm on the sabbath, to save life or to kill?” But they 
were silent. 5He looked around at them with anger; he was grieved at their hardness of heart 
and said to the man, “Stretch out your hand.” He stretched it out, and his hand was 
restored. 6The Pharisees went out and immediately conspired with the Herodians against him, 
how to destroy him. 
 17“Indeed, God did not send the Son into the world to condemn the world, but in order that 
the world might be saved through him.”

We give you thanks for his coming into the world 
to fulfill for us your holy will 
and to accomplish all things for our salvation. 

In the night in which he was betrayed, 
our Lord Jesus took bread, and gave thanks; 
broke it, and gave it to his disciples, saying: 
Take and eat; this is my body, given for you. 
Do this for the remembrance of me. 

Again, after supper, he took the cup, gave thanks, 
and gave it for all to drink, saying: 
This cup is the new covenant in my blood, 
shed for you and for all people for the forgiveness of sin. 
Do this for the remembrance of me. 

For as often as we eat of this bread and drink from this cup, 
we proclaim the Lord’s death until he comes.
