transferred us into the kingdom of his beloved Son, **in whom we have redemption, the
forgiveness of sins.

What do you read there?” ?”He answered, “You
shall love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your strength and
with all your mind and your neighbor as yourself.”
