C: Amen

P: If we say we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us. But if we confess our
sins, God who is faithful and just will forgive our sins and cleanse us from all unrighteousness.
P: Most merciful God,

C: we confess that we are in bondage to sin and cannot free ourselves. We have sinned
against you in thought, word, and deed, by what we have done and by what we have
left undone. We have not loved you with our whole heart: we have not loved our
neighbors as ourselves. For the sake of your Son, Jesus Christ, have mercy on us.
Forgive us, renew us, and lead us, so that we may delight in your will and walk in
your ways, to the glory of your holy name. Amen

P: Almighty God, in his mercy, has given his Son to die for us and, for his sake, forgives us all our

sins. As a called and ordained minister of the Church of Christ, and by his authority, I therefore
declare to you the entire forgiveness of all your sins, in the name of the Father, and of the +
Son, and of the Holy Spirit.

C: AMEN.

33*When they came to the place that is called The Skull, they crucified Jesus there with the criminals,
one on his right and one on his left. **[[Then Jesus said, “Father, forgive them, for they do not know
what they are doing.”]] And they cast lots to divide his clothing. *°* And the people stood by
watching, but the leaders scoffed at him, saying, “"He saved others; let him save himself if he is the
Messiah of God, his chosen one!” **The soldiers also mocked him, coming up and offering him sour
wine *7and saying, “If you are the King of the Jews, save yourself!” *® There was also an inscription
over him, “This is the King of the Jews.”

3°0One of the criminals who were hanged there kept deriding him and saying, “Are you not the
Messiah? Save yourself and us!” “°But the other rebuked him, saying, *Do you not fear God, since
you are under the same sentence of condemnation? “* And we indeed have been condemned justly,
for we are getting what we deserve for our deeds, but this man has done nothing wrong.” “Then he
said, “Jesus, remember me when you come in your kingdom.” “*He replied, “Truly I tell you, today
you will be with me in paradise.”
